PAY CAP, TASSEL, MASK & GOWN FEE

• The following information is based on last years’ numbers
• The cap, tassel, mask and gown fee for commencement will be between  $20.00 - $25.00.

• Caps, Tassels, Vee Stole, Shipping, Management Fees: $1729.56 / 180 = $9.60
• Masks: $1580.25 / 215 = $7.35
• Videographer:  $500.00 / 215 = $2.32
• TOTAL:  $20.25

• The cap, tassel, and mask will be stored safely until your last day of classes in June

• This fee must be paid by Friday, May 27, 2022 in the main office.
